The brave pioneers who made a life on the frontier were not only male—and not only white. The ten women featured in African American Women of the Old West (TwoDot, $12.95 Paperback, February 2007) were born before 1900; some were slaves, some were free, and some lived both ways in their lives. 


“Tricia Martineau Wagner takes these remarkable women from the footnotes of history and brings them to life,” wrote Ed Diaz, president of the Association for African American Historical Research and Preservation. 


	Mary Fields, the gun-toting woman featured on the front cover, was known at the Ursuline Catholic Convent in Toledo, Ohio, as “Black Mary”—for the color of her black dress, apron, and skullcap, an ensemble made all the more distinctive by the cigar hanging out of her mouth. Later, in the early 1900s, Mary was the only woman permitted to drink in the saloons of Cascade, Montana. One day the bar music came to a halt as the buxom, 6-foot-tall, 200-pound, 70-something Negro laundress stomped out of the Silver Dollar Saloon to punch a man who had failed to pay $2. Wiping her hands on her apron, she declared the bill “paid in full.”
